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In the Modern age, dealing with epistemological issues was at the center of
attention. For Kant, epistemology was also the main concern, but what
distinguishes Kant from his predecessors in addressing epistemological issues
is that before presenting his epistemological theory, he prioritized the
knowledge of the mind and its functional structure. What distinguishes Kant
about the mind is a theory that is referred to as the Copernican revolution.
According to this theory, the relationship between mind and the object is
different from what was inherited from the past, and the mind, as the agent of
knowledge, affects the object. The central issue of the current research is to
address the challenge of whether Kant, through his Copernican revolution
regarding human understanding, served this concern in the framework of the
epistemic assumptions of the modern era, which sought to display the
mechanism of the possibility of knowledge by relying on "justified true
belief." In this research, the aim is to investigate the mentioned problem with
a descriptive-analytical method. With a critical approach and focusing on
Kant's works, the author has come to the conclusion that Kant's view of the
mind has not served the epistemological concern of the modern era and the
possibility of knowledge, which has been prevalent in epistemology from the
era of Plato to the twentieth century, and in fact suffers from a kind of internal
inconsistency and, in a way, leads to giving up and ignoring the inherent
human desire to know.

Introduction

In the modern era, the problem of knowledge and the expression of its possibility are in the focus
of philosophers' attention. Although the epistemic plan is based on a kind of philosophy of mind,
but with the emergence of Kant, a relationship between these two issues is clearly established, and
for him, dealing with mind and its structures is prioritized before taking an epistemological
position. Therefore, according to Kant, knowledge of the mind is prioritized as a tool of
knowledge, but this does not mean that the philosophers before him did not express a view about
the mind and its function. What differentiates Kant's philosophy of mind from the predecessors is
not the superiority of study of mind in philosophical work, but rather the expression of a theory
that is referred to as the Copernican revolution. As it is clear from the word "revolution," this
theory expresses a point of view that must be completely different from the point of view of the
predecessors, and it is so. Because until the time of Kant, it was always believed that the mind acts
like a mirror and its function is to reflect external objects, but Kant changed the relationship
between the mind and the object and stated that the mind affects the object and what it receives
through the senses. It shapes it according to its structure. In this view, the mind no longer acts like
a passive mirror. The central issue in this regard is, what service does Kant's Copernican revolution
in philosophy of mind provide to the epistemological expectations of man in general and the
epistemological expectations of modern man in particular? Before answering this question, while
expressing Kant's Copernican revolution in philosophy of mind, the epistemological expectations
of the modern man should be examined in order to reveal how the mentioned problem can be
investigated and evaluated according to these epistemological expectations and assumptions.

Research Method

In this research, the aim is to deal with the problem mentioned in the previous part, and the author
tries to examine and evaluate this hypothesis with a descriptive-analytical method and a critical
approach by referring to Kant's works, saying that Kant's philosophy of mind is suffering from a
kind of cognitive conflict and inconsistency.

Discussion

Referring to Kant's works clearly displays that he has presented a different point of view about the
relationship between the mind and the objects, in such a way that Kant himself referred to it as the
"Copernican revolution." The revolutionary feature of Kant's theory about philosophy of mind lies
in the point that he changed the place of mind and object in such a way that mind was not
considered a passive factor in the process of acquiring knowledge, unlike what the predecessors
said, but the mind affects the object.

This part of Kant's philosophy of mind leads him to another idea, which in turn has an effective
contribution to his cognitive plan, and that is the theory of "two worlds." According to Kant's
philosophy of mind, man does not have access to the truth per se (noumena) because the mind acts
by relying on its own structure and, at the same time, has effects on the object because the
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categories of the mind shape the object in the process of knowing. Man's lack of access to the truth
per se (noumena) caused Kant to speak about the theory of two worlds in such a way that,
according to him, what the understanding reaches is a phenomenon.

Kant is a philosopher who belonged to the modern era, and in this period, epistemological
realism, like metaphysical realism, was considered one of the epistemological assumptions. In
other words, the view of the philosophers of this period about knowledge was Platonic, and Plato
defined knowledge as "justified true belief.”

In the position of evaluation, Kant's philosophy of mind does not find a good fate with regard
to the epistemological assumptions of the modern era, because it obviously leads to an idea based
on which it is impossible for humans to reach the truth. The idea that the current research explains
in the assessment of Kant's philosophy of mind is that such an understanding of the mind and its
function is obviously far away from the epistemological assumptions of the modern age and its
optimism in the possibility of human access and his power of understanding towards the truth in
itself, and it can even be said that it is inconsistent with it. The central problem in Kant's philosophy
of mind is to ignore the characteristic of human desire to search for truth per se.

According to Kant's Copernican revolution, which was stated in the previous section, if the
mind has the ability to impose itself structurally on the object, then how can one claim knowledge
of the type that was prevalent in the modern age since Plato's time.

Concluding

Kant's philosophy of mind as a Copernican revolution undoubtedly did not fulfill the innate
concern of man in the desire to know what really is, i.e., the truth per se, while it was clearly one
of the fundamental assumptions of epistemological realism. His philosophy of mind can maintain
the epistemological assumptions of the modern age only at the cost of inherent inconsistency, and
if he abandons these assumptions, he will suffer from another challenge called ignoring the human

innate desire to know the truth of things .
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
